G B Ong Lecture - Professor Seymour I Schwartz





Professor Schwartz obtained his medical doctorate at New York University College of Medicine in 1950 and completed his residency in Surgery at the University of Rochester, Strong Memorial Hospital in 1957.  He was appointed Assistant Professor of surgery at the same institution in 1959, then Associate Professor and Professor of Surgery there since 1967.  He assumed his current position as Chair of the Department of Surgery in 1987, and he was named Distinguished Alumni Professor at the University of Rochester in 1995.





Professor Schwartz has written extensively on hepatology, hematology, tropical diseases and cartography in more than 200 journal articles and chapters and 12 textbooks.  He is Editor in Chief of Contemporary Surgery and Journal of the American College of Surgeons.  Throughout his distinguished career Professor Schwartz has held more than 100 visiting lectureships and professorships, and earned honors, awards and leadership positions in numerous academic and international medical societies.  He is currently president of the American College of Surgeons.








































































































Professor Tan Sri G B Ong





Professor Tan Sri G B Ong is Emeritus Professor at the University of Hong Kong.  He graduated from the Medical School of the University of Hong Kong in 1947.  He was appointed to the Chair of Surgery at the University of Hong Kong in 1964 until his retirement in 1982.





Professor Ong is recognized internationally for his contributions to surgery, particularly in the fields of esophageal cancer surgery, hepatobiliary surgery and surgical oncology.  As a recipient of the Hunterian Professorship, Moynihan Lectureship and the Sims Travelling Professorship to the Commonwealth, he has travelled widely and delivered numerous eponymous lectures internationally.





He has published over 250 papers on various aspects of general surgery, as well as contributing to books and monographs.











































































































Professor Quan-Yang Duh





Professor Duh completed a BS degree in Molecular Biophysics and Biochemistry at Yale University before obtaining his MD in 1981 at the University of California, San Francisco, where he also received his residency training.  He was appointed Assistant Professor at the University of California, San Francisco in 1988, and then Associate Professor in 1994.





Professor Duh’s interest is in the field of Endocrine Surgery, in particular thyroid and parathyroid disease and laparoscopic adrenalectomy.  He is on the editorial board of Surgery and the author of more than 100 published journals and book chapters and co-editor of three books.


























































































































Professor Albrecht Encke





Professor Encke qualified Doctor of Medicine at the University of Cologue in 1961, and completed his postgraduate surgical training at the University of Heidelberg.  He was appointed Associate Professor of Surgery at the University of Heidelberg in 1974.  Since 1979 he has been Professor and Head of the Department of Surgery at Johann Wolfgang Goethe University, Frankfurt.





Professor Encke’s interests are in surgical gastroenterology, and in 1986 performed the first liver transplant in Frankfurt.  He has published extensively in hepatobiliary-pancreatic, gastric, and colorectal surgery.  He is a member of many distinguished surgical societies and the editor of Zentralblatt fur Chirurgie.


























































































































Professor Jesus E Medina





Professor Medina obtained his MD from the National University, San Agustin School of Medicine in Peru in 1973, and then completed residency in general surgery and otorhinolaryngology at Wayne State University School of Medicine in Detroit.  He was appointed Paul & Ruth Jonas Professor in Cancer Research, and has been Chairman of the University of Oklahoma Health Sciences Center since 1991.





Professor Medina’s expertise is in otorhinolaryngology and Head and Neck surgery.  He was Chairman of the Sub-committee on <Standardisation of Neck Dissection> of the American Academy of Otolaryngology - Head and Neck Surgery and will be the first president of the American Head and Neck Society.  He belongs to many professional organizations and has many publications and awards.
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
