	Professor Anna M Ledgerwood completed a general surgery residency training at Wayne State University School of Medicine Affiliated Hospitals in Detroit, Michigan, in 1972, and joined the faculty as a Instructor in Surgery.  She was promoted to Professor of Surgery in 1983.  Professor Ledgerwood has been involved in trauma care at Detroit Receiving Hospital since 1972 and currently serves as the Trauma Director���

	Her research areas of interest include all aspects of injury, shock, sepsis, and resuscitation.  Professor Ledgerwood delivered the Scudder Oration for the American College of Surgeons Clinical Congress in 1996 and is currently President of the American Association for the Surgery of Trauma.





Professor Tan Sri G B Ong



	Professor Tan Sri G B Ong is Emeritus Professor at the University of Hong Kong.  He graduated from the Medical School of the University of Hong Kong in 1947. He was appointed to the Chair of Surgery at the University of Hong Kong in 1964 until his retirement in 1982.���

	Professor Ong is recognized internationally for his contributions to surgery, particularly in the fields of esophageal cancer surgery, hepatobiliary surgery and surgical oncology.  As a recipient of the Hunterian Professorship, Moynihan Lectureship and the Sims Travelling Professorship to the Commonwealth, he has travelled widely and delivered numerous eponymous lectures internationally.



	He has published over 250 papers on various aspects of general surgery, as well as contributing to books and monographs.

	Professor Markus W Büchler qualified MD at the University of Heidelberg in 1980 and completed his postgraduate training programs at the Universities of Berlin and Ulm in 1984.  He was appointed Associate Professor at the University of Ulm in 1987 and since 1993 has been Professor and Chairman, Department of Visceral and Transplantation Surgery at the University of Bern.���

	Professor Büchler has held, or currently holds, many scientific appointments and is Chief Editor of “Digestive Surgery”.  His special field of interest is in pancreatic surgery and this is particularly reflected in his extensive publications.







Professor Herbert C Hoover



	Professor Herbert C Hoover qualified MD at the University of Kansas School of Medicine in 1970 and completed his surgery residency training at the Massachusetts General Hospital in 1978.  From that year until 1983 he was Assistant, and the Associate Professor of Surgery and Oncology at the Johns Hopkins School of Medicine.  Between 1983 and 1995 he spent 3 years as Director, Division of Surgical Oncology, at the State University of New York and then in 1986 became associate Professor of Surgery, Harvard Medical School, Boston.  In 1995 he was appointed to his present post of Professor and Chairman of Surgery at the Pennsylvania State University/Milton S. Hershey Medical Center.���

	Professor Hoover has holds many appointments which reflect his expertise in the field of Surgical Oncology.  He is Chairman of the National Cancer Data Base Task Force for Quality Improvement, Commission on Cancer and on the Editorial Board of seven prestigious journals.































Dr York N Hsiang



	Dr York N Hsiang completed a general surgery residency at the University of British Columbia in 1986. From 1987 - 1989, his clinical fellowships in vascular surgery were at the University of British Columbia and then at Harbour - UCLA Medical Centre as Vascular Research Fellow.  After an Assistant Professorship at the University of British Columbia, he was appointed Associate Professor of Surgery there in 1995.���

	Dr Hsiang’s expertise in the field of vascular surgery in evidenced in his research and publications.  He was President of the Westcoast Vascular Society from 1994-1995.









Dr John G Hunter



	Dr John G Hunter completed a general surgery residency training at the University of Utah in 1987.  After Clinical Fellowships in Surgery at Massachusetts General Hospital and the University of Western Ontario, both focused on endoscopic surgery, he was appointed Assistant Professor at the University of Utah in 1988.  Since 1992 he has been Associate Professor of Surgery at Emory University School of Medicine.���

	Dr Hunter has been mainly involved in endosurgery and this special interest is reflected in his research and bibliography.  He has been appointed as James IV Travelling Fellow for 1998.
