Kenelm Hutchison Digby








Professor Kenelm Hutchison Digby, OBE, MBBS(Lond), FRCS(Eng), was born on 4 August 1884.   He first occupied the Chair of Anatomy of the Faculty of Medicine of The University of Hong Kong from 1913 to 1923.  At almost the same time he was also the Ho Tung Professor of Clinical Surgery from 1915 to 1945.  He was then appointed Professor of Surgery of The University of Hong Kong at the Queen Mary Hospital from 1923 to 1945 and was awarded the title of emeritus Professor of Surgery in 1950, until his death on 23rd February 1954.





During his life time and work in the field of surgery in The University of Hong Kong, he was a dedicated teacher, a fine surgeon, and was a great gentleman to all who knew him.





It was to encourage the study and advancement of surgery and to pay tribute to this great man that a fund was raised and donated to The University of Hong Kong by past medical graduates in Hong Kong, Malaysia and Singapore to perpetuate the memory of Professor Digby in the form of a Gold Medal, the Digby Memorial Gold Medal, awarded to students who are in their final MB examination scored at their first attempt the highest marks in Surgery; and to invite a speaker of eminence to deliver the Digby Memorial Lecture.

Professor Timothy J Eberlein








Professor Eberlein obtained his MD at the University of Pittsburgh in 1977 and completed his residency in Surgery at the Harvard Medial School, Boston. He was appointed Assistant Professor of Surgery at the same institution in 1986, then Associate Professor and Professor of Surgery there since 1995.  He assumed his current position as Bixby Professor and Chairman at the Department of Surgery, Washington University School of Medicine in 1998.





Professor Eberlein’s expertise has been in Surgical Oncology, as reflected in his more than 200 academic publications.  He is a member of many professional organizations and the editorial board of ten journals, including Annals of Surgery.

Professor J. Michael Henderson








Professor Henderson was born in Edinburgh and obtained his MBChB at St. Andrews in 1969, and completed general surgery residency at the University of Edinburgh and University of Dundee before moving to the United States.  His interests are in chronic liver diseases, portal hypertension and liver transplantation.  He is currently Professor and Chairman of Surgery and the Transplant Center at the Cleveland Clinic Foundation, a position he held since 1992.





Professor Henderson is a member of many distinguished surgical societies and the editorial board of Hepatology and Archives of Surgery.  He has published extensively, including 150 papers and 63 book chapters.

Professor Michael R B Keighley








Professor Keighley qualified at the University of London in 1967, and completed his postgraduate surgical training at the University of Leeds before appointed Lecturer at the University of Birmingham in 1973.  Since 1988 he has been Baring Professor and Head of the Department of Surgery at University of Birmingham.





Professor Keighley’s interests are in surgical gastroenterology, particularly colorectal surgery, and has published more than 400 journal articles and edited or authored seven books.  He is a member of numerous surgical societies, and was awarded many prizes and visiting professorships, including the Hunterian Professorship at the Royal College of Surgeons.

DIGBY MEMORIAL LECTURE 





Dr. Edward C. H. Leong








Dr. Edward C. H. Leong graduated from The University of Hong Kong in 1962, and spent his residency years at the Queen Mary Hospital, after which he joined the faculty to pursue his teaching and academic ambitions.  He has done extensive research in the field of Urology, and has started the rental transplant program in Queen Mary Hospital.  In 1975 he was awarded the Hunterian Professorship at the Royal College of Surgeons of England and delivered his lecture on gastrocystoplasty.  He was Reader at The University of Hong Kong before departing in 1978 to start a successful private practice.





Dr. Leong has since established himself as a respected representative of the medical community, and dedicated much time and interest into public service.  He is an elected member and chairman, House Committee, of the Legislative Council.  In addition, he is chairman of many public health care committees and institutions, and a member of the Hospital Authority and Vice President of the  Hong Kong Academy of Medicine.

Professor David Lloyd








Professor Lloyd was born in South Africa, and completed his BChir degree in Cambridge before obtaining his Master of Surgery in 1979.  He received his early registrar training in the University of Cape Town before returning to England.  He was appointed Professor of Paediatric Surgery at the University of Liverpool in 1988.





Professor Lloyd’s interest is in the field of Paediatric Surgery, in particular nutrition and metabolism and trauma.  He is a member and officer of many prominent surgical societies and received many honours and visiting professorships.  He is on the editorial board of many reputed journals, including The British Journal of Surgery, and Journal of Paediatric Surgery and the author of more than 100 published journals and book chapters.
